PIANTE elencate nell'Allegato Il della Direttiva 92/43/EEC sotto il nome di Stipa austroitalica della precedente compilazione
della scheda non risulta presente nel sito in nessuna delle pubblicazioni finora apparse alla data dell'attuale compilazione, né é stata trovata dall'attuale
compilatore. In sua vece € presente un'altra specie del genere Stipa e precisamente Stipa gussonei Moraldo. La Stipa austroitalica sulla base dei dati finora
pubblicati & presente solo nella Sicilia Settentrionale ed esattamente nel Palermitano e a Montalbano Elicona. Cio tuttavia non riduce I'importanza naturalistica
del Sito, data - questa - sia da numerose specie rare e/o endemiche, sia dai processi di ricostituzione in atto delle quercete caducifoglie (Quercus amplifolia, Q.
virgiliana, etc.).
